Warrant Articles

Residential Anti Bliht Bvlaw
The Board opened the discussion on the proposed private warrant article to amend the General

bylaw by adding anew bylaw entitled Residential Anti Blight By law Alfred Sotcra of 22

Kirkland Drive gave an overview ofthe proposed article T he Board asked him to define
Blight Mr Sotera noted that vou can t define the word bligrht but vou ll know it vhen vouJ

see it John Kennedy of 31 Kirkland Drive noted that it s not just one property there are several

properties scattered throughout town that is scattered with debris trash barrels or junk that are

deceasing property values by 15 Mr Materazzo reviewed his memo to the Board including an

e mail from Tom Carbone Director of Public Health stating the Board ofHealth neither

supports nor recommends disapproval of the bylaw hut noted there is no benefit f Jr public heath
reasons to pass this bylaw The Board questioned if Town Counsel had reviewed the article
and noted that if not they would like his opinion Cornelius McLarney of23 Kirkland rive
stated that he lives next to the propc11y and is concerned that the wild animals living on the

property present a safety issue lIe also noted that the Board ofHealth defines blight with the
number of complaints on a propelty and they have been complaining for 6 years Mr Sotera
noted that they have complained to the fire department building division and health department
but they have not had satisfaction The Board questioned why none of the other departments
help with their problem The Board also questioned whether this type of problem is a civil
matter Mr Materazzo noted the Board has to act on the bylaw as submitted Me Kennedy
submitted photos ofhomes to support the anti blight bylaw On a motion by Ms Anderson
seconded by Mr Chiozzi the Board voted to continue the discussion on the proposed private
warrant article toamend the General bylaw by adding a new bylaw entitled Residential Anti

Blight By law until April 8 2008 at 7 30 pm Vote Unanimous 4 0

recommendations The Board reviewed Mr Materazzo s memo dated March 5 2008 and the

options for the lots whether for affordable housing revenue for the town or to a non profit
organization Ms Anderson noted that last year the Board felt that affordable housing was their
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main priority Ms Anderson suggested that the Board recommend that their first priority be
affordable housing then if not suitable for affordable housing the property should sell for
revenue Following adetailed discussion of Ms Anderson s suggested options and review
Town ofAndover s Master Plan the Board was in consensus to review the material and continue
the discussion at their next meeting

determined by the Board of Selectmen and to execute and give proper deeds and other
instruments in connection therewith or take any other action related thereto Vote Unanimous

Discontinue Abandon Portions of Dwiht Street School Street
The Board opened the discussion on the proposed private warrant article on a request by the
Trustees ofPhillips Academy to discontinue and to abandon unused portions oftwo existing
public ways Dwight St School St and to transfer the care custody management and control
ofthe same and another certain parcel ofland toPhillips Academy in exchange for the

conveyance of a certain parcel ofland owned by Phillips Academy to the Town to be held under
the care custody management and control of the conservation commission identified as

Assessors Map 26 lot 6 Michael Williams of 61 Chestnut Street representing Phillips
Academy gave an overview ofthe proposed article including the locations ofthe parcels the
land swap between the Town and school He noted that the Conservation Commission has

agreed toaccept the 7 8 acre parcel located between Salem Street and Route 125 in exchange for
the 11 000 s f parcel ofland named the Dwight Street triangle Following a detailed discussion
of the proposed warrant article and by a motion by Ms Anderson seconded by Mr Chiozzi the
Board voted to approve the article as written Vote Unanimous 4 0

10 Connector Road

The Board opened the public hearings on an application by Standard Duplicating for a Special
Permit for aMajor Non Residential Project and a Special Permit for a Change in Parking Space
Requirements at 10 Connector Road that was continued from the February 26th meeting
Andrew Truman ofSamiotes Consultants Inc representing the applicant updated the Board on

the progress made since the last meeting and noted that they have submitted the full design for
the reserve parking area for 33 spaces if its needed Mr McDonnell arrived at the meeting
Ms Byerley reviewed her memo to the Board dated March 7 2008 and noted there are currently
no drainage facilities on site and anew drainage system not only for the additional work but for
the entire site needed to be designed On amotion by Ms Anderson seconded by Ms Goldberg
the Board voted tocontinue the public hearing until April 8 2008 at 7 15 p m Vote Unanimous
