The meeting was called to order at 736pm Present were Chairman Paul Salafia and members

The Board opened the public hearings on an application by Piotr Dorothy Romanus for a

Definitive Subdivision Plan and a Special Permit for Earth Movement located at 340 Salem

Street Chairman Salafia questioned if the application before the Board was for a Definitive

Subdivision Plan Attorney Mark Johnson representing the applicant acknowledged that the

application was for aDefinitive Subdivision Plan Chairman Salafia reviewed the Planning
Board meeting procedures including the IDR and peer review process Patrick Bower of

Andover Consultants representing the applicant gave an overview ofthe proposed project
including the driveway drainage runoff the peer review for aNOI with the Conservation

Commission the Board ofHealth approval and the waiver requests The Board asked questions
about the easements The Board also had questions about whether or not the information

provided in the application fully demonstrated that the applicant had complied with the

requirements for aconventional subdivision Attorney Johnson noted there is currently one

house and noted they will keep the driveway in its current location with a driveway easement for

the current house Ms Byerley noted that the plan submitted showing the conventional

subdivision layout should not be labeled as a preliminary plan Mr Bower noted that in a

conventional subdivision layout land would not be donated to AVIS The Board noted they need

more information to demonstrate compliance with Subdivision Rules and Regulation on the

conventional plan layout including grading drainage calculations and a separate drainage lot

Ms Byerley reviewed her memo to the Board dated September 15 2008 including the proposed
back portion of land to be conveyed AVIS and the elimination of the land that would allow

access from Salem Street to AVIS Comments from the IDR conducted on September 2 2008

include drainage and clarification on the distance ofthe rightofwayROW to the centerline of

Wagon Wheel Road She also noted that the sight distance just makes the minimum standards of

320 feet Attorney Robert Lavoie representing the abutters of328 Salem Street reviewed the

abutters concerns regarding the waiver requests slope requirements and drainage off Salem

Street which freezes in the winter Attorney Lavoie also noted that the Rules and Regulations
allow the Planning Board the discretion to require future connections to undeveloped adjacent
land John of 10 Alison Way questioned if eliminating the access for AVIS would

result in an increase ofusetraffic to AVIS land offAlison Way Mr Sievers of332 Salem Street

questioned if the water main easement wasneeded for aconventional plan Ms Byerley noted

that the water main easement is needed only if a conventional subdivision was built so the

applicant could meet the requirement to loop the water main On amotion by Mr Chiozzi and

seconded by Ms Anderson the Board voted to continue the public hearings on an application by
Piotr Dorothy Romanus for aDefinitive Subdivision Plan and aSpecial Permit for Earth
